High Chairs Game

Divide youth into groups of 4-5, or more if a large group.  Set up same number of chairs as you have groups.  Each chair will need to be numbered.  If there are 3 chairs, then the first chair will be #1, the second will be #2, the third will be #3, etc.  The numbers will be the points they get for “sitting” in that particular chair.  Set them up at the opposite end of the room.

Youth groups must stay behind the “starting line”, and in their own group.  Each group is given a set of Answers, which have been cut into separate strips.  They can divide them up amongst themselves, however they wish.  If you have a smaller group, you may not want to use all the questions and answers at one time.  Instead, use only half at a time, and play twice!

Preparation: Warn the youth a week before the activity, so they can read this issue of the NE.  Copy the Answer sheets.  Make as many copies, as you have groups.  Cut the answers into strips.

To play: Questions are read by a leader, so all youth can play.  When he or she says “GO!”, one member from each group must take what she/he believes to be the correct answer from their pile, and run across the room and attempt to “sit” in the highest numbered chair.  (Of course, all other teams are attempting to do the same thing at the same time.)

Score: If the team member sitting in a chair has the correct answer, they get that number of points.  If they have the incorrect answer, they get that number of points taken away from their score. Ex: chair #3 gets 3 points for the right answer, or minus 3 points for the wrong answer.

Object of the game: Highest scoring team wins!  AND, everyone has fun and learns at the same time! *

*Hopefully all will have fun, BUT in order for them to also LEARN, make sure they are quiet while the answers are read or reread.  The exact answer is the only “correct” answer, because the info came directly from the Oct. NE.  If they read the issue, they will know the “correct” answer.  If not, they will learn it now.  ;-)
