How to take care of your Marigold:





Give it a warm sunny place to grow, preferably by a south or west-facing window.





Water when the soil feels dry to the touch.  Water well, but don’t over-saturate.  When your seeds are small, water gently, with a tiny stream of water from the faucet or even from a  ¼ c measuring cup.  Remember “easy does it”.





As you see the seed sprouts start to come up, you will want to pluck the smaller ones so that the larger, more central plant has room to grow.





When danger of frost is past (usually some time in May), put your plant in the sunshine outdoors.  The bigger your plant gets, the more water it will need.  It may need to be watered more often than when it was living indoors.





If you want, tip the pot upside down, tap out the plant and dirt ball, and then replant into your vegetable garden to ward off pests!
